CRIMINAL COMPLAINT 

 
THE BELOW NAMED COMPLAINANT BEING DULY SWORN, ON INFORMATION AND BELIEF 
STATES THAT: 
 
Count 1: INTENTIONALLY POINT FIREARM-LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER, ETC., HABITUAL 
CRIMINALITY REPEATER 
 
The above-named defendant on or about Tuesday, July 9, 2024, at 1534 W. Hopkins Street, 
Milwaukee, Milwaukee County, Wisconsin, did intentionally point a firearm at or towards a law 
enforcement officer who was acting in an official capacity and who the defendant knew or had reason to 
believe was a law enforcement officer, contrary to sec. 941.20(1m)(b), 939.50(3)(h), 939.62(1)(b) Wis. 
Stats. 
 
Upon conviction for this offense, a Class H Felony, the defendant may be fined not more than Ten 
Thousand Dollars ($10,000), or imprisoned not more than six (6) years, or both.  
 
And further, invoking the provisions of sec. 939.62(1)(b) Wis. Stats., because the defendant is a 
repeater, having been convicted of at least one felony during the five year period immediately 
preceding the commission of this offense, which remains of record and unreversed, the maximum term 
of imprisonment for this offense may be increased by not more than 4 years, if the prior conviction was 
a felony. 
 
Count 2: INTENTIONALLY POINT FIREARM-LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER, ETC., HABITUAL 
CRIMINALITY REPEATER 
 
The above-named defendant on or about Tuesday, July 9, 2024, at 1534 W. Hopkins Street, 
Milwaukee, Milwaukee County, Wisconsin, did intentionally point a firearm at or towards a law 
enforcement officer who was acting in an official capacity and who the defendant knew or had reason to 
believe was a law enforcement officer, contrary to sec. 941.20(1m)(b), 939.50(3)(h), 939.62(1)(b) Wis. 
Stats. 
 
Upon conviction for this offense, a Class H Felony, the defendant may be fined not more than Ten 
Thousand Dollars ($10,000), or imprisoned not more than six (6) years, or both.  
 
And further, invoking the provisions of sec. 939.62(1)(b) Wis. Stats., because the defendant is a 
repeater, having been convicted of at least, the maximum term of imprisonment for this offense may be 
increased by not more than 4 years, if the prior conviction was a felony. 
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Count 3: POSSESSION OF A FIREARM BY A FELON, HABITUAL CRIMINALITY REPEATER 
 
The above-named defendant on or about Tuesday, July 9, 2024, at 1534 W. Hopkins Street, 
Milwaukee, Milwaukee County, Wisconsin, did possess a firearm, having been convicted of a felony in 
this state, contrary to sec. 941.29(1m)(a), 939.50(3)(g), 939.62(1)(b) Wis. Stats. 
 
Upon conviction for this offense, a Class G Felony, the defendant may be fined not more than Twenty 
Five Thousand Dollars ($25,000), or imprisoned not more than ten (10) years, or both.  
 
And further, invoking the provisions of sec. 939.62(1)(b) Wis. Stats., because the defendant is a 
repeater, having been convicted of at least one felony during the five year period immediately 
preceding the commission of this offense, which remains of record and unreversed, the maximum term 
of imprisonment for this offense may be increased by not more than 4 years, if the prior conviction was 
a felony. 
 
Count 4: ENDANGERING SAFETY BY USE OF A DANGEROUS WEAPON (POINTING), HABITUAL 
CRIMINALITY REPEATER 
 
The above-named defendant on or about Tuesday, July 9, 2024, at 1534 W. Hopkins Street, 
Milwaukee, Milwaukee County, Wisconsin, did intentionally point a firearm at another, contrary to sec. 
941.20(1)(c), 939.51(3)(a), 939.62(1)(a) Wis. Stats. 
 
Upon conviction for this offense, a Class A Misdemeanor, the defendant may be fined not more than 
Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000), or imprisoned not more than nine (9) months, or both.  
 
And further, invoking the provisions of sec. 939.62(1)(a) Wis. Stats., because the defendant is a 
repeater, having been convicted of at least one felony during the five year period immediately 
preceding the commission of this offense, which remains of record and unreversed, the maximum term 
of imprisonment for this offense may be increased to not more than 2 years. 
 
Probable Cause:  
 

Complainant is a City of Milwaukee Police Department Detective and bases this complaint on 

his personal knowledge of this investigation as well as on reports drafted by other members of the 

Milwaukee Police Department, which complainant has relied on in the past.   

Complainant reports that on July 9, 2024, Detective Andrew Marx and Detective Melvin Finkley 

were on duty and utilizing a black, 2022 Ford Escape police vehicle.  Detective Marx was the driver and 

Detective Finkley was the front passenger.  The vehicle is an unmarked squad equipped with both 

working lights and sirens. 

 

As the detectives were operating their squad car, making a right turn onto W. Hopkins Street 

from W. Locust Street, Milwaukee, they observed a subject, later identified as Marc Parr, chasing 

another subject, later identified as BW (b/m, 12/02/74) in the 1500 block of W. Hopkins Street.  

Detectives observed Parr pointing a gun at BW’s head.  Detectives ordered Parr to drop the gun but Parr 

pointed the gun at detectives and detectives fired at Parr who then fled.   

 

Detective Finkley stated at the time of the shooting he was in the front passenger seat of the 

vehicle and was on his phone.  He related that they were on Locust Street when he noticed an older male 

subject running and screaming being chased by another male.  Detective Finkley stated that the person 

that was chasing him was a black male, with dreadlocks, dark complexion, was wearing a white t-shirt 
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and black joggers.  Detective Finkley later identified the person who was doing the chasing as Marc Parr 

in a photo array.   

Detective Finkley stated that he gave Detective Marx a “heads up,” and related that Parr was 

holding his pocket.  Detective Finkley stated that Parr then grabbed the other male by the shirt and 

removed the firearm from his pocket.  Detective Finkley stated that Parr pointed the gun at the other 

person’s head.  Detective Finkley stated that Detective Marx turned the squad around the corner and 

went northbound.  Detective Finkley stated that he told Detective Marx to stop because he was getting 

too close.  Detective Finkley stated that before Detective Marx stopped the vehicle, Detective Finkley 

opened the door and exited the vehicle.  When Detective Finkley exited the vehicle he stated, 

“Milwaukee Police, put your hands up.”  Detective Finkley stated that he was by the door frame of the 

car.  Detective Finkley stated he retrieved his firearm and drew his firearm at Parr.  He stated that Parr 

then placed the gun to his side but was still grabbing the other male.  Detective Finkley stated that the 

suspect then started to raise his firearm and pointed it at him.  Detective Finkley stated that he ducked 

for cover and heard a gunshot.  He stated that he believed the suspect was shooting at him.  Detective 

Finkley stated that he originally could not shoot at Parr because he did not have target isolation given 

that Parr was still grabbing the other male.  Detective Finkley stated after he heard the gunshot, he now 

had target isolation and shot at Parr 1 to 3 times. He related that Parr started to run and pointed the gun 

at Detective Finkley.  Detective Finkley stated that Parr had the gun pointed behind him as he was 

running.   

Detective Finkley stated he got down again and when he got back up he shot at Parr a second 

time, shooting 1 to 4 times.  Detective Finkley stated he thought Parr was going shoot and kill either the 

person who he had the gun originally pointed at, Detective Andrew Marx and/or himself. 

Detective Andrew Marx stated that he and Detective Finkley were conducting follow up at 2509 

N. 5th Street.  They were driving eastbound at Locust and Hopkins.  He said that the two males appeared 

to be fighting.  Detective Marx stated that he didn’t see any weapons at that time and describing seeing 

flailing arms.  Detective Marx later identified the aggressor as Marc Parr in a photo array.  Detective 

Marx stated that he pointed out the disturbance to Finkley, who he believed had already seen what was 

going on.   Detective Marx stated that he thought he went out with the fight over his squad radio, but 

was not sure if the transmission was confirmed.  Detective Marx stated that he left onto Hopkins and hit 

his siren button but doesn’t believe that his siren made a sound.  As he was approaching where the males 

were fighting, Detective Finkley told him to stop because both males were moving toward them.  

Detective Marx stated that he put his foot on the brake to stop and Detective Finkley drew his gun and 

got out of the car and identify himself as “Police.” Detective Marx stated that he didn’t see a gun yet, but 

explained that he was preoccupied with parking the car.  Detective Marx stated that he then saw a gun in 

Parr’s right hand.  He noted that his squad wasn’t in park yet, but saw Parr turn gun, which was pointed 

at the other male, toward him and Detective Finkley.  

Detective Marx stated that at this point he feared for their safety and he fired at Parr 3 times.  

Detective Marx stated that Parr was in front of his squad.  Further, that he wasn’t sure, but believed that 

he heard a gunshot coming from outside the squad and believed that Parr was shooting just before him 

or simultaneously.  He then took cover after firing behind the driver’s side door.  He knows that 

Detective Finkley was also taking cover behind the front passenger side door.  
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Detective Marx stated that he tried to shoot a fourth time but his gun didn’t fire.  He racked the 

gun and tried to fire again and didn’t fire, and then realized that his magazine fell out of the gun and that 

he may have hit the magazine release.  He picked up the magazine from the pavement and reinserted it 

back into his handgun.  He pointed at Parr again who was now running away, northbound on the west 

side of Hopkins.  

There were 9 spent casings recovered on scene all were determined to be Speer 9mm Luger 

casings, which are standard issue for the Milwaukee Police Department.   

Video from the Hopkins Lloyd Community School located at 1503 W Hopkins Street was also 

obtained and showed the following:  

 

Hopkins Lloyd-Exterior NW Corner Outside 129(2) 

 

• 07:25:47pm - the Milwaukee Police Department Ford Escape police vehicle (squad) is observed 

traveling eastbound on W. Locust Street.  The brake lights are on and the vehicle is slowing 

down. 

• 07:25:53pm - a subject is running east on W. Hopkins Street.  This subject is on the westside of 

the street, this subject then crosses W. Hopkins Street towards the eastside of the street.  A dump 

truck is on the east side of the street and this subject runs north of the dump trunk.  This subject 

has a blue shirt on and was later identified as BW.  A second subject, identified as Marc Parr, 

wearing white tank, is chasing BW.   

• 7:26:05pm - the subject with the blue shirt stops on the eastside of the W. Hopkins Street behind 

the dump truck and is now facing towards the male in the white shirt.  The subject in the white t-

shirt approaches the male in the blue shirt.  The subject in the white shirt has his arm towards his 

side.  The subject in the white shirt then extends his arm towards the subject in the blue shirt.  

The subject in the white shirt appears to grab the person in the blue shirt, and appears to try to 

get the person to walk with him.  The subject in the white shirt lets go and is facing toward the 

subject in the blue. 

• 7:26:15pm - the subject in the white shirt has his arm to his side and then extends his arm 

towards the other subject.  The other subject then starts to raise both hands up. 

• 7:26:22pm – the squad turns northbound on N. Hopkins Street and approaches both subjects.  

The squad then stops.  The subject in the blue shirt has his hands up and the subject in the white 

then looks towards the squad.  As this is happening a red SUV and a yellowish vehicle sedan are 

driving southbound on W. Hopkins.  The red SUV then blocks the subject in the white shirt, 

blocking the subject.  After the red SUV passes the subject in the white now has his arm 

extended towards the squad.  The subject in the white shirt drops his arm and starts to run across 

the street.  The driver’s  side door of the squad then starts to open and Detective Marx can be 

seen with his arm extended. The squad then moves forward slightly and stops.  The subject in the 

blue has his arms up.  The subject in the white then runs across the street and is running 

northwest from the location.  After the subject in the white crosses the street his arm extended 

backwards and his arm is facing towards the officers and the squad. 

• 7:26:46pm - Detective Marx picks something up from the ground and then exits the vehicle. 

Detective Finkley then runs northbound and runs behind the dump truck.  Detective Marx then 

approaches the other subject. 

 

Detectives interviewed Shaniqua Alexander, who indicated that she is dating Jarquis Parr, Marc 

Parr’s brother.  Alexander stated that she was with Jarquis Parr and two other individuals when one of 
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them received a call from Parr stating that he was shot.  Alexander stated that she and Jarquis Parr went 

to the scene to try to find him but couldn’t.  Alexander stated that they were directed to the area of N. 

37th and W. Villard Avenue.  Alexander stated that there were several individuals in that area, including 

Parr and his girlfriend, Kayla.  Alexander stated that they used her first aid kit to render aide to Parr, 

who was shot in the hip.  Alexander stated that they turned off Parr’s phone.  Alexander stated that Parr 

and Kayla left in a grey Volkswagen SUV that she knew was a rental.  Alexander stated that once the 

police came to search her house, Parr called her and told her she better not say shit.  Alexander stated 

that Parr stated that “he never shot at the police,” that Parr admitted to having a gun and that he stated, 

“the gun jammed, that he never shot it off.”   

BW also made a statement.  BW stated that he was in an argument that became physical at a park 

near 16th and Hopkins.  BW stated that he didn’t know what the fight was about but that he was 

intoxicated.  BW didn’t know if the person who subsequently chased him with the gun was from the 

park or not.  BW stated that he was running towards W. Locust Street on W. Hopkins Street when a 

subject ran after him with a gun.  BW stated that he remembered telling the subject not to shoot him 

because he has kids.  BW stated that when the detectives pulled up, he believes the detectives saw the 

gun.  BW said that he heard the detectives identify themselves as the police.  BW stated that he fell back 

onto the grass and placed his hands in the air and then the shooting occurred.  BW then stated that he 

was uncertain if the subject shot and that he only heard gunshots.  BW stated that he was scared because 

he didn’t have a gun and was grateful the police drove up when they did because he wouldn’t have been 

able to defend himself.   

Marc Parr was arrested on July 10, 2024, at the address of 2902 N. 37th Street at approximately 

3:53 pm.  Parr had a gunshot wound to his left hip area and an exit wound to his right upper buttocks.   

A review of the Wisconsin Circuit Court Access Program reveals that Marc Parr has three prior 

adult felony convictions.  Parr was convicted in Milwaukee County Case number 2014CF2912 of the 

felony offense of Battery to Law Enforcement Officer on July 3, 2014.  Parr was convicted in 

Milwaukee County Case number 2021CF965 of the felony offense Second Degree Recklessly 

Endangering Safety on March 23, 2023.  A second count of Fleeing or Eluding an Officer was dismissed 

and read-in.  Parr was convicted in Milwaukee County Case number 2021CF2646 of the felony offense 

Felon in Possession of a Firearm also on March 23, 2023.  A count of First Degree Recklessly 

Endangering Safety, while armed, and a count of Felony Bail Jumping were dismissed and read-in.  Parr 

was sentenced by the Honorable Judge Milton Childs in both 2021CF2646 and 2021CF965 on April 27, 

2023, to a total of 5 years of initial confinement and 5 years of extended supervision imposed but stayed 

for 3 years of probation.  Parr was on probation on the date of this offense.  Copies of the certified 

judgement of conviction and judgement rolls will be e-filed and incorporated herein by reference once 

they are available.
